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Wastewater and Water
Treatment Plant Tours

On February 14, 2008, the OWC, in partnership with the City of Lethbridge, hosted a
romantic tour of the Water Treatment Plant and the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

The tour started out at the Water Treatment Plan, where
we got to see first hand, how Lethbridge’s drinking water
is treated. At the Lethbridge plant, a multi-step treatment
process is used. The idea is that water treatment
chemicals are added to change smaller particles into
larger ones. These larger particles are removed by
settling them in large tanks. Any remaining particles are
then filtered from the water with dual media (sand and
anthracite) filters. Fluoride ion is added to the water to
benefit the community’s dental health. Chlorine and
ultraviolet light (UV) are used to kill any disease-causing
organisms. More information on the Water Treatment
Plant can be found at
http://www.lethbridge.ca/hom/City+Hall/Departments/Wat
er+Utility/FAQsS/WATER_UTILITY+FAQ.htm.
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Our tour continued on to the Wastewater Treatment Plant, where we were presented with a
PowerPoint presentation on the workings

fo the plant, and then taken on a tour to

see first hand how everything works.

The Wastewater Treatment Plant employs
a biological nutrient removal (BNR)
process that takes phosphorous and
nitrogen out of the wastewater without the
use of chemicals. The treated wastewater
is disinfected with ultraviolet light before
being discharged into the Oldman River.
We also got to see how sludge from the
main process stream is further treated to
create methane gas. This ‘bio-gas’ is used
to fuel the two co-generation engines that provide electricity and heat used on the site.
